Commissioner Crowley called the Public Hearing to order at 1:02 p.m.
He turned the floor over to Judy East of the Washington County 

Council of Governments who is applying for this grant on behalf

of the County.  Ms. East told the audience that the grant is for

infrastructure improvements to the RCC located in Machias.  The

grant amount is to be for $180,000.00 which will be matched by

the RCC equipment reserve fund in the amount of $40,000.00.  The

Sheriff’s Office has allocated $8,300 from their 2010 operational

Budget.  The RCC provides primary and/or back-up emergency response
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dispatch for all police/sheriff departments, fire departments, 

ambulance services and the county jail through the county at local,
county and state levels.  The existing Crimestar data system needs
substantial upgrade to address security issues that risk loss or theft
of data.  In addition the Crimestar software is not equipped for full
functional integration with the E911 system.  Funds will be used to
purchase software to remove the security risk and a blade server to
operate the system.  Washington County is composed of 17,481 low to

moderate income households (52.9%), all of whom will benefit from this

infrastructure investment in public safety and security.

Commissioner Crowley asked for any positive input from the audience.

Harold Clossey, Director of the Sunrise County Economic Council

stated that his office was in full support of the grant.

Sheriff Smith noted that the Sheriff’s Office has been concerned

about the security risk and was in full support of the much needed

upgrade.

Justin Doran, Selectman of the Town of Lubec agreed that the fire

Department in Lubec was also in support of the grant.

With no negative or other public input, Commissioner Crowley concluded

the Hearing.
