Consideration of TIF Application form

The TIF Application form had been presented to the Commissioners

at their previous meeting on January 7, 2010 in a “draft” form

by the Sunrise County Economic Council.  At that meeting, all

agreed to look it over and make any recommendations at this, the next

meeting.

A concern was raised by Nancy Oden (via e-mail) that agricultural

activities had been omitted.  Harold Clossey of SCEC assured the
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Commissioners that the form was meant not to exclude any type of

business venture.

Discussion was had regarding the guidelines that govern the TIF

monies and that the SCEC wants to make sure they are following them

correctly.  Mr. Clossey noted that this whole process is new and

is a learning process to utilize these funds.
It was agreed that some wording changes needed to be made and County 

Manager Pagels-Wentworth suggested to the Commissioners that with

some wording changes, the Application be adopted at their next regular meeting February 4, 2010, with a Press Release stating to the people of Washington County that the TIF program is open for business.
