Discussion of Maine Pre-Trial Services

Discussion was had on the County’s contract with Maine Pre-Trial
Services and the Sheriff noted that money had not been budgeted in
full for 2010.  What the County of Hancock is doing was also discussed. The Sheriff believes it is in the hands of the Dept. of Corrections (DOC) at this point.  Bob Gross, Jail Administrator added that he had tried to talk with Elizabeth Simone of Maine Pre-Trial Services since last July and their response seemed to be that the County was obligated to participate.  Ms. Simone was scheduled to be at this meeting but did not appear.  Commissioner Shorey asked the Sheriff what he recommended and the Sheriff responded to just keep going the same way.  Commissioner Shorey asked the Sheriff to keep the Commissioners under advisement.
