Jeremy Gabrielson of the Washington County Council of Governments told

the Commissioners that there is a $10,000.00 grant available to develop

a County energy plan.  The purpose of the grant is to work with County

officials to identify energy savings.  It would not cost the County anything and would enable looking at renewable energy developments for

the County’s municipal facility and where opportunities might exist.  The
second round is available in March and with opportunities developed from the first grant, the second grant would allow for actually implementing
any changes for potential savings.
