Commissioner Gardner called the Public Hearing to order at 4:33 p.m.  

Betsy Fitzgerald, Chair of the Budget Advisory Committee began by stating that the Budget for Washington County Government for F/Y 2010 was voted on by the Committee to be set at $5,982.850.00* including

contingency with $4,253,610.00 to come from taxes which included an overlay of $21,162.00.
Their recommendations to the Commissioners included:
1.
To require employees to contribute toward the cost of health

insurance.

2.
To hire a part-time County IT person.

3.
To develop a tiered system of part-time wage rates dependent on


level of skill and areas of responsibility.

4.
To carry forward DA computer equipment lines.

5.
To restrict third party funding.
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Commissioner Gardner thanked the BAC for their hard work and stated

that the municipalities of Washington County pay the taxes so we must listen to them and try to reduce costs and maybe change some of the ways we do business.  Some discussion was had on the fact that health

insurance costs were still on the table and new information had just been received prior to the hearing.  The Commissioners agreed to formally accept but not adopt the proposed budget and to continue the
hearing on December 15, 2009 hopefully with complete health insurance

information provided by then.
