Prior to the Public Hearing on the UT 2010-2011 Budget, Mr. Greg Small introduced himself.  He is the Executive Director of Employer Support of the Guard and Reserve.  He was there today to bestow the “Above and Beyond Award” upon the Washington County Commissioners.

It is in recognition of Employers who honor employees’ obligations to report for duty when called as is the case of Dean Preston who will be deploying to Iraq the beginning of 2010.
Major Dean Preston noted that he had nominated the Commissioners because of their patriotism and their support of his participation in the National Guard in these times of conflict.

Commissioner Gardner stated that it was an honor and a privilege to support Dean in his commitment to the National Guard and their role in the 2 ongoing wars in Iraq and Afghanistan.
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Two Plaques were awarded and photos taken by media in attendance.

Next, Commissioner Gardner called the Public Hearing to order.  It was 4:25 p.m.  

UT Supervisor Dean Preston began by stating that the UT Budget was well within the LD1 limit.  He noted that since he would be gone for a year, road projects would be put off to a later date and the money

for those projects would be carried over to the next fiscal year and therefore there would be more money for said projects.  He noted that County Manager Linda S. Pagels-Wentworth would be assuming some of his duties.  He also stated that he had kept most lines the same noting a rise in excise taxes and a decline in URIB money available.
