*Attached report submitted by UT Supervisor, Dean Preston.  Some
highlights of the report included road maintenance and projects and the renaming of the numbered territories with names from the last meeting.  He also noted that the Shellfish Ordinance has been 

completed and submitted to the DMR and also the annual report on

the Marion septic site has been completed and submitted to the DEP.

He told the Commissioners that he had been to the Rockweed Hearing in

Augusta the previous day.  He learned some of the science part of

this issue and noted there was opposition to a moratorium.  Commissioner Gardner asked if they needed to reframe their previous

statement regarding supporting a moratorium to which Dean replied

yes and that he would bring some of this science information to the

next meeting so the issue could be revisited.
Commissioner Gardner mentioned that there is a new law in the works, LD 1370 that is examining how the UT is governed.  It wants to

take LURC out of the picture and give County Commissioners more

responsibility on a local level and he wanted the Commissioners to

take a stance on the bill.

Commissioner Shorey made a motion that someone go to the



hearing on Bill LD 1370 as will be amended.  Commissioner



Crowley seconded the motion which passed unanimously.
