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Communications’ desire to cut all the trees down for easier

maintenance reasons.  Bangor Hydro said they would go along with this
if the Commissioners agreed.  It was stated that some other type of

trees could be planted farther in and that would not grown so tall.

It was agreed for now that no trees would be cut down.

Fair Point Communications and PTC Communications involvement
was also discussed.  The State Judicial system’s obligation was also discussed.  Ultimately, Commissioners Shorey and Crowley agreed to the figures of the projects by conditional consensus based on the real numbers and source of funding.
