Commissioner Shorey made a motion to hire Melissa Campbell



as a full time clerk/secretary for the DA’s office in



Calais.  Commissioner Gardner seconded the motion which



passed unanimously.

Commissioner Shorey moved to hire Luann Alley as a



part-time dispatcher in the RCC.  Commissioner Gardner seconded the motion which passed unanimously.
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It was note that she was not to exceed 32 hours per week except for

training or an emergency.
*MOTION*
Commissioner Shorey moved to terminate David Denbow as a full-time deputy patrol officer.  It was noted that the



reason for the termination was solely medical and



unfortunate.  Commissioner Gardner seconded the motion



which passed unanimously.  
*MOTION*
Commissioner Shorey made a motion to accept the resignation


of Dustin Turner as a corrections officer effective



September 10, 2008.  Commissioner Gardner seconded the



motion which passed unanimously.
The payroll change notice for Paula Johnson was signed as presented

with an annual increase of $1,000 to be added to her base pay
effective September 7, 2008.
The payroll change notice for Dennis Perry which was signed as

presented at the July regular meeting was reviewed.  It was agreed to
reverse the previous payroll change and return to his previous rate

of pay prior to July payroll change.  It was noted that his pay rate

was to be “frozen” at the jail scale rate of 15.32 an hour.  Sheriff
Smith thanked Commissioner Gardner for his letter of apology

regarding the confusion surrounding the matter.

Consideration of fuel oil/propane gas bids
