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He had missed the opportunity during the UT portion of the

meeting.  He wanted to raise awareness that there was no longer

any trash pick-up in Trescott and that this in effect raised

his taxes.  Some discussion was had on the feasibility of the

cost of the pick-up and the total state valuation.

Barbara and Victoria then went on to give their presentation.  See

attached.  Some ideas were presented to the Commissioners such as

park and ride stations.  The plan is to have many stations throughout

the County where people can get on a bus and get to their jobs,

shopping or appointments and get back home at a low cost.  Washington

County: One Community would be involved in coordinating such a

service.  Commissioner Gardner stated that seeing other models would

be helpful and the Commissioners agreed by consensus that they would

give initial support to the plan.
