Commissioner Gardner called the meeting to order at 5:20 p.m.
*MOTION*
Commissioner Shorey moved to approve the September meeting minutes as presented.  Commissioner Gardner seconded the motion.  Commissioner Crowley abstained as he was not


present.

AGENDA ITEM: Monthly Report
*Attached report submitted by UT Supervisor, Dean Preston.  He noted
progress is still being made in obtaining E911 addresses.
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Some discussion was had about a sight for a possible gasification project.  Dean would like to send out letters to possible places and collect information.  Commissioner Gardner stated that the County

needed to look at all options and do its homework and were in no way either supporting or opposing it as yet.  Commissioner Shorey stated that a public hearing would be held at some point where the information could be debated.  Dean offered to meet with Nancy Oden to get her information.

Regarding the UT’s Shellfish ordinance, Dean stated that he wanted all input for final adoption.

AGENDA ITEM:
Cobscook Bay Rockweed harvesting concerns

Dean began by stating that many people have concerns that the harvesting of rockweed in Cobscook bay is detrimental to the health of the bay.  It is lawful to harvest the rockweed, the length of it being harvested is in question and the DMR cannot enforce this.  Julie Keene spoke about it by saying that there has not been enough research done and there is no oversight.  She felt it would likely put a lot of traditional harvesters out of work.  She also stated that there is no law enforcement existing and then showed pictures of places in the bay where the rockweed had virtually been stripped off the rocks.  Commissioner Gardner stated that the people concerned need to slow down and listen to the recommendations of the UT Supervisor and suggested Dean draft a letter to the DMR and Governor Baldacci stating these concerns and the need for more research and remedies to this situation.

The Commissioners agreed by consensus for Dean to write a letter to the DMR and the Governor expressing the concerns and requesting
the need for more research and possible suggestions of remedies to the situation.   

Commissioner Gardner noted that the issue needs to be addressed through the proper channels.
