*See attached report submitted by Nancy Oden.  Nancy stated that the 

State and the DEP have agreed that Elliot Batson’s site can be used.

Commissioner Crowley stated that there needed to be a signed contract

between the County and Mr. Batson to protect the County.  Also, if
using the existing waste handling company Trash B Gone, a waiver 

would need to be signed to relinquish the County from liability.  It

was agreed that County Manager Pagels-Wentworth would help draft
these two items.  Nancy also requested permission to write a fact 

sheet on composting that could be posted on the web site to which
the Commissioners agreed.  Some discussion was had regarding the

estimated long term cost of this project.  Nancy stated that Betty
Etner of SCEC has agreed to obtain some projections.

AGENDA ITEM:
Dennysville Footbridge update

Mr. Collin Windhorst gave a presentation as to what has happened

since this project was initiated 4 years ago.  He noted that a

feasability study is to be conducted to decide if it is constructed, how it would be maintained.  Discussion was had on how it’s the

best location because many existing trails around Dennysville and

Edmunds come together near this point and many of those trails 

connect to trails to the so-called Calais line and also into

the Moosehorn Wildlife Refuge.  It was also noted that the footbridge

would be restricted to pedestrians and bicycles only.  The Commissioners gave their full support and Commissioner Gardner

stated that he wanted to be notified of the September meeting

with the DOT.
